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? Description: 
 
This lesson is to reinforce color recognition taught in the 
kindergarten and first grade classroom.  The students will work on 
their own to design a quilt square based on one color per student.     
 
? Faith Integration: 
 
They will be incorporating a picture representing a Bible story or 
memory text from this school year with their chosen color being the 
dominant color in the picture.  The kindergarten have studied 
creation, the Children of Israel, Samuel, King Saul, the God Family.  
The first grade have been studying the same topics, but in more detail 
and continue with King David, Daniel, Daniel’s three friends, and on 
through King Solomon.

? Teacher Preparation: 
 
1.  Talk to someone who sews to see if they can quilt your wall  
     hanging when finished (or sew it yourself if you quilt). 
2.  Surround the students with colors in the classroom. 
3.  Review the Bible stories and memory verses covered so far this  
     year. 
4.  Instruct students on how to use Kidpix Deluxe 3, using  
     backgrounds, stamps, stickers, and even importing digital  
     camera pictures.   
5.  Create a sample square depicting one color in a Bible setting to  
     show to the students. 
6.  Schedule computer time for the students to create their squares. 
7.  Organize older students knowledgeable in Kidpix Deluxe 3 to  
     supervise the younger students creating their squares. 
 
? Student Preparation: 
 
1.  Students must be able to use Kidpix Deluxe 3 on their own or                                                
     with help from an older student. 
2.  Students must be able to save their file into the H folder for  
     Homework. 
3.  Students must be able to ask for teacher assistant when they are  
     ready to add text to their square. 
4.  Students must know a Bible story or memory verse to create for  
     their quilt square. 
 



? Activities/Procedures 
 
1.  I will assign one or two colors to each student.  The  
     kindergarten may choose to design one quilt square or two, and  
     the first grade must design two quilt squares.   The following  
     colors may be used:  blue, red, green, yellow, pink, orange,  
     black, white, purple, tan, gray, silver, gold, and any shades of  
     these colors.   
2.  Students are to create a quilt square with Kidpix Deluxe 3  
     depicting a Bible scene or memory verse incorporating the    
     assigned color as the main color of the square. 
3.  Included is a sample quilt square using the color blue with a  
     scene from the Garden of Eden. 
 
? Assessment/Evaluation 
 
Teacher and student self-evaluations are included, in the form of a 
teacher rubric and student self-check evaluation. 
 
? Follow-up Activities 
 
1.  The students can create other pictures for a slide show in  
      Kidpix Deluxe 3 and present them to the class. 
2.  The students can create quilt squares representing words or  
     letters of the alphabet, making each one a specific color to be  
     placed into a slide show in Kidpix Deluxe 3. 
3.  Students can research colors, prisms, rainbows, sunlight, light  
     spectrum, etc. on the internet with supervision, or in  
     encyclopedias in the classroom, or at the local library as a  
     possible field trip.

1.  Using Kidpix, create a quilt square with a background that depicts 
a Bible story or memory verse that has been studied this year and also 
includes the color that has been assigned to you. 
2.  Add in stamps, stickers, and other graphics that continue with the 
color and Bible theme.   
3.  Using the paint brush or pencil, draw one or two items into your 
quilt square to continue your color theme or Bible theme. 
4.  Using the text option, type in words to explain your color and 
Bible theme.  Add in your name somewhere in the quilt square. 
5.  Save your project into the file for homework and name it “quilt 
square” with your name at the beginning.  For example: “Mrs. Lopez 
quilt square”. 
6.  Print a copy of your quilt square for the teacher and one for your 
own notebook.
